On or about June 7, 2026, the Town of Versailles intends to apply to the Indiana Office of
Community and Rural Affairs for a grant application from the State Community Development
Block Grant (CDBG) Wastewater / Drinking Water Program. This program is funded by Title
I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended. These funds are to be
used for a community development project that will include the following activities: Upgrades to
the Town of Versailles water system includes: demolition of the 75,000-gallon tank, service line
replacement, hydrant replacement, and meter pit/setter replacement. The total amount of CDBG
funds to be requested is $750,000.00. The amount of CDBG funds proposed to be used for
activities that will benefit low to moderate-income persons is approximately $417,375.00 which is
55.65% of the request. The Applicant also proposed to expend an estimated $1,156,000.00 in non-
CDBG funds on the project. These non-CDBG funds will be derived from the following sources:
Town of Versailles Water Utility Operating Fund - $281,000 - and Bank Bond - $875,000.

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Additional $200M in state
funding to be invested in
child care assistance

State Rep. Lindsay Patterson (R-Brookville) joined fellow
members of the State Budget Committee in approving the In-
diana governor’s proposal to invest an additional $200 million
to expand access to child care for low-income families.

The State Budget Committee approved the proposal at its
meeting Thursday to allocate additional funding for the Child
Care and Development Fund (CCDF) voucher program. Dur-
ing the 2026 legislative session, the General Assembly passed
Senate Enrolled Act 4, which Patterson supported, allowing
the state to augment funds from the Financial Responsibility
and Opportunity Growth (FROG) Fund for the CCDF pro-
gram. This funding will help the state resume enrollment for
CCDF vouchers by an estimated 14,000 children.

“This funding strengthens Indiana’s approach to supporting
both early childhood development and workforce participa-
tion,” Patterson said. “I look forward to seeing how the invest-
ment will benefit families today and the economy long term.”

Indiana’s CCDF is a federally supported program that cur-
rently assists about 43,000 children statewide, with eligibility
based on household income and employment criteria. Addi-
tional enrollment will prioritize siblings of current voucher
holders, infants and children between 3-5 years old. A set of
exemptions will be created for children of foster and kinship
families, children with special needs, homeless children, chil-
dren of child care workers and children of Ivy Tech students.

Patterson also co-authored House Enrolled Act 1177 this
session to expand the state’s employer child care tax credit,
encouraging more employers to offer child care options to
employees.

According to the most recent state data, capacity at regu-
lated child care facilities has increased over the past year, with
capacity currently at 174,400 children.

Governor ceremonially
signs bills to improve
health care access,
support first responders

Gov. Mike Braun recently ceremonially signed into law
legislation co-sponsored by State Rep. Lindsay Patterson (R-
Brookville) to improve health care access and support public
safety officers across Indiana.

Patterson sponsored Senate Enrolled Act 180, which up-
dates licensing and training requirements for several health
care professions while improving access to medical benefits
for police officers and firefighters injured in the line of duty.

The new law updates educational standards and regulations
for home health aides, dental hygienists and respiratory care
practitioners to better reflect current workforce needs. It also
streamlines the process for first responders to receive medical
benefits for duty-related injuries, helping ensure they can ac-
cess care without unnecessary delays.

She also supported SEA 262, which enhances Indiana’s pre-
scription drug monitoring program, INSPECT, by clarifying
reporting requirements and reducing administrative burdens
for providers. The law allows limited data sharing with state
agencies to support overdose prevention efforts and improve
coordination in addressing substance use challenges while re-
maining compliant with federal law.

“Improving access to care and reducing barriers for both
providers and first responders is critical to keeping our com-
munities safe and healthy,” Patterson said. “These new laws
help strengthen our health care workforce while making sure
the men and women who protect our communities are sup-
ported.”
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
